Name of Product:  Britax/Regent Classic 
Manufacturer: Britax Child Safety, INC. 
Hazard: These seats were produced with 
an incorrect label sewn to the fabric cover 
which fails to conform to Federal Motor 
Vehicle Standard 213.  In place of the 
“WARNING! DEATH OR SERIOUS 
INJURY CAN OCCUR” warning label, an 
airbag warning label was attached.   
Description: Britax Regent Classic 
Forward-Facing only youth child restraint, 
model # E9L3998, manufactured between 
December 18, 2006 and January 18, 2007.   
Remedy:  Owners that have filed a 
registration card with Britax will 
automatically receive a replacement cover.  
Owners or caregivers who have not filed a 
registration form, should contact Britax.

Mirraco Recalls Bicycles Due to 
Wheel Fork Failure Hazard 

 
Name of product: Mirraco Bicycles 
Hazard: The front wheel forks on 
these bicycles could have been welded 
improperly.  This poses a risk that the 
weld could fail, and the rider could 
lose control and fall. 
Description: The recall involves 
BMX bicycles.  Recalled models 
include: Black Pearl 1, 2 and/or 3, 
Fivestar Park, Icon Moto and/or Icon 
20Forty.   
Remedy: Consumers should stop 
using the bicycles immediately and 
have them inspected by a Mirraco 
dealer.  If the inspection shows that 
the bicycle is part of the recall, the 
fork will be replaced free of charge.

Name of Product:  Bounce Houses 
Hazard:  The fan and the plastic housing 
surrounding the fan can break apart during 
use of the inflatable bounce house, posing 
a risk of impact injury to consumers. 
Description:  The recall includes the 
following models:  Castle Kingdom, Jump 
N Kingdom, and Bounce N Playhouse.  
The fan’s model # is FJ4-330C or FJ4-
330C2.  Bounce houses with an “N” at the 
end of either model # are not included in 
this recall.   
Remedy: Consumers should immediately 
stop using the recalled bounce houses and 
contact Sportcraft to receive a free 
replacement fan.

Name of Product:  Remote Control Sold 
with Insignia 100W DVD Compact System 
Hazard:  If the batteries are placed 
backwards in the remote control with the 
positive and negative sides improperly 
switched, overheating can result and present 
a burn hazard.   
Description:  White remote control with 
“Insignia” printed on the front.  The model # 
is NS-A1113.  The keypad has black 
numbers/letters.  The remote controls were 
not sold separately.   
Remedy: Consumers should stop using the 
remote control immediately and contact Best 
Buy to receive a free replacement remote.

Name of product: “Laugh and Learn” 
Learning Bunny Toys 
Hazard: The pink pompom nose can 
detach, posing a choking hazard to 
young children. 
Description: This recall involves the 
Laugh and Learn Learning Bunny that 
measures about 10-inches tall.  
Remedy: Consumers should 
immediately take these recalled toys 
away from children and contact Fisher-
Price to arrange for the return of the 
bunny to receive a voucher for a 
replacement toy of the customer’s 
choice.

Jazwares Inc. Recalls Link-N-Lite 
Magnetic Puzzles, Ingested Magnets 

Pose Aspiration and Intestinal Hazards
 
Hazard: Small magnets used to connect the 
puzzle pieces can fall out.  Magnets found by 
young children can be swallowed or aspirated.  
If more than one magnet is swallowed, the 
magnets can attract each other and cause 
intestinal perforation or blockage, which can 
be fatal. 
Description: The recalled Link-N-Lite 
Magnetic Light-Up Puzzle, which is a double-
sided plastic magnetic puzzle for ages 3 and 
up, has two designs.  The Disney-brand puzzle 
shows the Disney Princesses on the front and 
Ariel, from The Little Mermaid, on the back.  
The Marvel-brand puzzle shows “Spider-Man 
& Friends on both sides.  Each puzzle 
measures 8 inches by 10.5 inches, contains 
nine pieces with four or six magnets per piece, 
and lights-up when all pieces are in place.   
Remedy:  Consumers should immediately 
stop using the puzzles and contact Jazwares 
for a free replacement toy that does not contain 
magnets.

March 18-24 is 
National Poison 

Prevention Week

Poison control centers in the United 
States receive 1.2 million calls each year 
as a result of accidental poisoning of 
children ages 5 and under.  

March 18-24 is National Poison 
Prevention Week, an annual program 
established by Congress in 1961 to 
spread the message that children act 
fast...so do poisons! “It doesn’t take 
much to make a small child sick,” said 
Kelly Murphy, Assistant coordinator of 
Safe Kids . “Kids have faster 
metabolisms than adults and anything 
they ingest will be absorbed into the 
bloodstream very quickly.” 

Child-resistant packaging is credited with 
saving hundreds of children’s lives since 
its introduction in the 1970s, and 
childhood lead poisoning declined by 80 
percent in the 15 years after unleaded 
gasoline and paint became industry 
standards. Still, there is no substitute for 
active supervision and childproofing. “If a 
product label says ‘keep out of reach of 
children,’ there’s a reason,” said Murphy.  
“Keep it up high and in a locked cabinet.” 

Safe Kids New London County reminds 
parents to keep the poison control 
hotline number handy. “Memorize this 
toll-free number: 800-222-1222,”  Kelly 
Murphy said. “Keep it near every phone 
in your home and program it into your 
cell phone.” From anywhere in the 
United States, this number connects to 
the local poison control center. 

“Call 911, not poison control, if a child is 
choking, having trouble breathing or 
having a seizure,” said Kelly Murphy]. 
“Follow the 911 operator’s instructions. 
Do not induce vomiting or give the child 
any fluid or medication unless directed.” 

 

 

Safe Kids offers these additional tips: 

· Get your home tested for lead. Kids inhale the 
dust of lead-based paint and can build up 
enough lead in their blood to affect 
intelligence, growth and development.  

· Install a carbon monoxide detector in every 
sleeping area. Carbon monoxide is an 
invisible, odorless gas that builds up around 
fuel-burning appliances — and cars in garages 
— and is present in tobacco smoke. It can 
make a child seriously ill in concentrations 
that would barely affect an adult.  

· Stay alert while using cleaning products or 
other potentially harmful substances. A child 
can be poisoned in a matter of seconds. Never 
leave kids alone with an open container of 
something you wouldn’t want them to ingest. 

· Don’t refer to medicine or vitamins as candy. 
Children should not think of therapeutic 
substances as treats. And when you are 
administering medicine to your children, 
follow dosage directions carefully. 

· Learn which plants are poisonous. Keep 
poisonous houseplants out of reach, and teach 
children not to put any part of an outdoor plant 
in their mouths without adult supervision. 

· Discuss these precautions with grandparents 
and relatives. Grandparents may have 
medications that can be very dangerous to 
children, and their homes might not be as well 
childproofed as yours. 

· Learn CPR. In less than three hours, you can 
learn effective interventions that can give a 
fighting chance to a child whose breathing and 
heartbeat have stopped.
