Keep Kids Safe in the Yard this Summer 
Each spring, homeowners everywhere begin to use their lawnmowers, 
tractors and hedge trimmers to maintain their green spaces.  However, many 
do not realize the potential dangers associated with outdoor power 
equipment ownership and use, especially the potential risks of injury that 
such equipment poses to young children.  
 
“Most of these injuries can be prevented if young children are properly 
supervised or simply kept out of the work area,” says Esther Schuman, 
Coordinator Safe Kids NLC. “Parents must not allow children to play in 
area where someone is operating a lawn mower or riding mower or any 
outdoor power equipment.”  

 

 
Safe Kids NLC offers the following 
safety tips to keep your yard 
beautiful and your kid’s safe while 
doing yard work: 
 
Keep children away from any work 
area in which any type of walk 
behind, riding, or hand-held outdoor 
power equipment is being used.  
 
The best place for a child during the 
time that a piece of outdoor power 
equipment is being used is inside the 
house. 
If any child enters a work area, 
immediately turn off any outdoor 
power equipment that is in use. 
 
Do not allow a child to operate or 
play with any type of outdoor power 
equipment, even when it is not in use. 
 
Only allow responsible adults who 
are familiar with the outdoor power 
equipment to operate it. 
 
Store the ignition keys to pieces of 
outdoor power equipment away from 
the piece of equipment itself when it 
is not in use. 
 
Riding mowers should never carry 
passengers, especially children or 
tow trailers filled with children. 
 
Clear the work area of any objects 
such as twigs, stones and toys that 
could be picked up and thrown by 
lawn mower blades or other 
apparatus. 
 
Remember, hiring a babysitter for an 
hour or two while you’re doing your 
yard work is a cost effective way to 
keep kids safe from injuries.

Reebok Children’s 
Windsuits for 
Choking Hazard 
Name of Product: Reebok 
Children’s Windsuit  

Hazard: The Reebok logo 
appliqué on the clear rubber 
zipper pull on the jacket can 
detach, posing a choking or 
aspiration hazard to young 
children.  

Description and Models: 
The recalled Reebok 
children’s windsuits are full-
zip boys polyester jacket and 
pants sets with a cotton 
lining and the name 
“Reebok” and/or Reebok’s 
Vector logo embroidered on 
the chest of the jacket.  

Sold Exclusively: Mervyns 
and Toys “R” Us/Babies “R” 
Us nationwide from 
December 2005 through 
May 2006.  

Remedy: Consumers should 
immediately take the 
recalled product away from 
young children. Consumers 
have a choice of either (1) 
returning the recalled suit in 
exchange for receiving a 
free replacement suit or (2) 
cutting off and discarding the 
clear rubber zipper pull and 
continuing to use the original 
suit.

Electronic Toy Guitars 
Recalled, Small Parts Pose 
Choking Hazard 
Name of Product: Toy Guitars 

Hazard: The toy guitar can break into small 
parts, posing a choking hazard to young 
children.  

Description and Models: The recalled plastic 
toy guitar has a white face and red back with a 
green shoulder strap. There are multi-colored 
animal-face buttons on the front of the guitar 
including a chicken, a duck, a dog, a pig and a 
lamb. A label on the front of the guitar reads, 
“GUITAR SERIES JC856.” “MADE IN CHINA” 
is embossed on the front of the battery cover 
on the back of the guitar. Packaging on the box 
reads in part, “Jie Cheng” and “NOT 
SUITABLE FOR CHILDREN UNDER 3 
YEARS.”  

Remedy: Consumers should immediately stop 
using the toy and return it to the vendor where 
purchased for a full refund.

American Suzuki Motor Corp. Recalls All-Terrain 
Vehicles for Crash Hazard 
Name of Product: Suzuki 2006 model year QuadRacer ATVs 

Distributor: American Suzuki Motor Corp., of Brea, Calif.; Montgomery Motors, 
Ltd., of Honolulu, Hawaii; Suzuki del Caribe, of Rio Piedras, Puerto Rico 

Hazard: The cushion lever mounting bracket on the ATV frame can break. If this 
occurs the rider could lose control of the ATV and crash, posing a risk of serious 
injury or death. 

Description: Only Suzuki 2006 model year LTR450K6 model Quad Racer ATVs 
with vehicle identification numbers ending with 00089 through 11626 are included 
in this recall. The vehicle identification number is located on the lower left side of 
the ATV frame. QuadRacer, printed in white letters, and R450 and Suzuki are 
written on the side of the ATV. These ATVs were sold in yellow or white. 

Remedy: Consumers should stop using these vehicles immediately and contact 
the local Suzuki ATV dealer to schedule an appointment for a free repair. 
Consumers with the recalled ATVs are being sent direct notices from Suzuki.
